After adjusting for exchange gains and
losses, MSF shows a surplus of 48 million
euros. MSF has a reserves policy, at an
international level, of holding a minimum of
three months and a maximum of 12 months
of total expenditure as retained earnings.
The level of reserves at 31 December 2013
equates to approximately 7.9 months of the
year’s activity.
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
